Setting up N1IMM Logger to use during the New York QSO Rargysimple process.

The most important thing is that you have a current copy of N1IMM Logger in your
computer (preferably with the kdt updates), and that the program loads properly when
you start it. This tutorial assumes both of these conditions are met.

Logging contacts

This is important, if you wantto¢gp any QSOOSs. First, you have
Window active, so click on it. Then, you should click in the left most entry box, and

make sure there is a cursor in the box. This is where you will type the callsign of the

station you want to work (yelloarrow on the diagram below). After typing in the call,

hit the spacebar. The cursor will jump past the signal reports (everyone is 59), and go to

the Exchange box (red arrow on the diagram below). Now, type in the exchange, which

will be a three charaer county abbreviation, or a two lettéate or province

abbreviation.

You may notice that when you type in the exchange, the color of the callsign may
change. If the station is a new multiplier, then the call will turn red. If the call turns
grey, then the station cannot be workbd most common cause of this is that it is a
duplicate. If the call turns green, then it is a double multiplier. In all cases, be very sure
to work all calls that come up as multipliers!

At this point, you can thulmthrough the N1IMM Logger manual that came with the

program to get a feel for some of the other things the program can do. Also, if you are

planning to interface any accessories to the computer (radio control, CW send cable,

Winkeyer, RTTY interface, etcjhen be sure to read the manual for the accessories AND

for N1IMM, so you carinterface everything properly. A good idea would be to get all of

those things interfaced well in advance of the ceirdate. Nothing ruins a good contest

than having to sithere configuring accessories and figuring out why ththgsn 6t wor k
DURI NG the contest! Dondét be afraid to set
into-on the day of the real contest, just make a new log and use that for the real thing.

A dialog box will pop up asking you to confirm your exchange. This is the three
character conty abbreviation, or two letter state or province abbreviation that you have
been sending to other stations throughout the contesify that your sent exchange is
OK, but since you set the program up properly before the contest (right?), it should be
fine.

Click OK on that dialog box, and a new box will pop up, asking where you want to save
the file. This file should default to whichever directory you have N1IMM Logger
installed in (usually something like \frogram FileeN1MM Logger) Once you has

told the program where to save the file, hit Okhe program will generate a file in the
directory you specified called <yourcall >.
file name will be N2ZN.log.



Another box should pop up, sayirtgetexport is complete, and that you should verify the
file contents. Click OK, and your Cabirillo file will pop up in Notepad
